An incomplete entry will be assessed a $25.00 late fee which must be paid prior to the member competing in the rally. The only exception to “missing paperwork” (incomplete entry) will be for current Coggins. A current Coggins must be received by the rally secretary prior to the start of the rally.  No horse will be allowed to compete without a current Coggins.  Club checks, or in the case of Riding Center members, individual checks made payable to ODRPC, must accompany all entries with all necessary forms. All required signatures must be in place for an entry to be considered as complete.

There will be no Rising Star Division at this rally. Teams may consist of 3 or 4
riders with or without a Stable Manager; however, it is strongly advised that each team have a Stable Manager. Team 
members may be of mixed ratings and mixed divisions.  Each team must have a Coach and a Chaperone.  The

Chaperone cannot be the Team Coach.  The Organizer will put together scramble Teams.
DC’S ARE EXPECTED TO ENSURE THAT THEIR CLUB MEMBERS ARE SAFE AND COMFORTABLE AT THE LEVEL THEY WILL BE COMPETING.  To be eligible to compete in the Qualifying Division a member must be at least 12 years of age as of 1/1/2010 and hold a C1 or above rating with the exception of the Developing Horse/Rider level which a 12 year old D3 may enter.  NO CHANGES IN LEVELS WILL BE MADE AFTER THE CLOSING DATE.

*BEGINNING JUMPERS HORSE OR PONY:
Beginning Jumpers Horse or Pony is a non-qualifying division designed as an entry level division for riders rated no higher than D3 and who are new to the sport of Show Jumping.  Riders must not have competed over fences higher than 2’3” at any competition. There will be no combinations or oxers.  This is NOT a rising star division.  Individual club DC’s are expected to ensure that competitors are independent, safe and comfortable at this level.  Riders must be able to compete following the same guidelines as other non-qualifying division exhibitors—independently, controlled and safe.

Take Your Own Line - will be offered for the Qualifying and Non-Qualifying Divisions  for an additional $10.00.  This round will be mandatory for all competitors wishing to qualify for championships.   This round will not aide or penalize either the individual or team scores.  
Equitation - The SECOND Round of each Division will also be judged on Equitation (the judge will look for rider to demonstrate a plan, a basic balanced position and a consistent and appropriate pace throughout the round).  This is separate from faults and time but will be included in the team scoring.  
Optional Jump-Off Round - There will be an optional jump off round for Qualifying Divisions.  All those who have had a clear third round (no jumping or time faults) have the option to stay in the ring and do a shortened Jump- Off course immediately following the third round.  This round will not aide or penalize either the individual or team scores.

VOLUNTEERS:   Each Team must list a minimum 2 Volunteers per day on the Volunteer form.  Please make a notation on the enclosed Volunteer Form next to the Volunteers’ names those jobs that they are best suited for.  We will do our best to place them in that position.  Clubs must also have horse holders, with appropriate footwear, at ringside to hold horses while competitors walk their courses.

HOUSING:  A block of rooms have been reserved at the Howard Johnsons Hotel.  Please refer to the ad at the end of the information packet for details.
BEDDING: The Horse Center only allows straw or shavings…NO SAWDUST ALLOWED. Competitors

can bring their own bedding or purchase from the Horse Center.  Straw and shavings are approximately $7.00/bale or bag.  Bedding is purchased at the VHC Stable Office and must be paid for at the time of purchase.

FEED/HAY Storage: Teams must be prepared to store feed and hay in trailers. Each team must have a designated trailer for the purpose of storing feed and hay.  Each team’s feed trailer must be clearly labeled as that teams’ “feed trailer” so that Horse Management staff and all team members can easily find the trailer.
Medical Cards and Armbands: As of February 1, 2010 a Medical Armband with a USPC Medical Card/ Medical Release Card will be worn by all USPC participating members when mounted and/or working around horses. The USPC Medical Card/Medical Release will replace the previous Medical Release Form. The card is in a new foldable format and the panel that will be viewed in the arm band includes member name, any allergies, and contact information. This is the ONLY portion of the card that USPC leaders, instructors, and judges will need to view. The New USPC Medical Card/Medical Release and instructions can be accessed by going to the Rally Forms section on the ODRPC web site. Please note that there are 2 pages and they must be copied back to back and both sides filled out. All participants will be expected to have their Medical Arm Band with the required USPC Medical Card/Medical Release in place on the upper arm at the time they check in and for the duration of the rally. No packet will be handed out to a participant who does not have the medical arm band and USPC Medical Card/Medical Release in place.

Emergency Medical Treatment of Mounts: Please be advised that in the case of the need for evaluation and/or treatment of amount by a licensed veterinarian the evaluation must be at the decision of the owner of the horse or as agreed on by the owner of the horse and the individual who is leasing/using the mount for this activity. The representatives of the Old Dominion Region will not assume any responsibility in this decision but will assist the owner or participant in seeking treatment if that should be the decision of the owner of the mount as indicated by the individual who is using that mount for the activity. All expenses that may result from any such evaluation or treatment are at the expense of the owner or individual using the mount. Old Dominion Region Activity Officials will ensure that there is a late night check of the barns and all horses prior to the end of the day (before their own bedtime) to establish the well being of each mount at the time of the check.

TENTATIVE SCHEDULE:  Participants are encouraged to come in Friday, not before 5:00 PM & not after 8:00 PM.  Tack stalls may NOT be set up at this time under penalty of elimination.  This time period will be strictly adhered to without any exceptions.  Participants must have pre-arranged a layover stall for horses and for the tack room for Friday night as noted above.

CHAMPIONSHIP QUALIFICATIONS:  
1. Be at least 12 years old on 1/1/2010 and a rating level of D3 or higher at the time of the qualifying rally.

2. Same horse/rider combination must compete in the 2010 Old Dominion Region Show Jumping Rally without elimination in any phase for any reason 
3. Must have no more than 12 jumping faults.
4. Must enter the Take Your Own Line class at the qualifying rally (additional fee $10.00)
5. Must stay at the end of the rally to have a brief meeting regarding 2010 USPC championships.
Final team selection will be based on outcome and order of placing at the 2010 Old Dominion Show Jumping Rally.  Those qualifying and wishing to compete at Champs must state their intent to do so and get all paperwork and Champs fees into Mrs. Goodmundson as quickly as possible since the closing date for Championships is July 7th.  
Notes to DC when filling out entry:

· Be sure to enter the jumping division for each team member,  for  non-qualifying divisions please note the jumping height; for the qualifying divisions be sure to note DHR, LP for Large Pony, H1, H2, H3, H4 for other heights.
· Use a separate entry form for each team or partial team.

· Please ensure that name on Coggins matches horse’s name on entry form. 
· Remember – there are no changes in divisions after the closing date!!

New this year at Show Jumping Rally – HM & Earned Positive Scoring System
The Old Dominion Region has volunteered to take part in a beta testing for the newly proposed Earned Points Scoring System at our 2010 Show Jumping Rally.  What is Earned Points Scoring? Earned Points Scoring changes the whole way we think about Horse Management judging from punitive to rewarding. In our present system, HM scoring has no way of recognizing exceptional work or exemplary behavior, only punishing deficiencies. We all know that Pony Club’s standards are remarkably high – receiving zero points off at a rally is a huge achievement! Teams who miss only a few points are doing a very good job, but members still see those points as failures. Earned Points Scoring turns the goal from beating failure to earning the best score a team can.
The goal: EPS will be tested at numerous regional rallies this year then adjusted based on the findings. After final edits, the EPS committee hopes EPS will be approved as the new scoring format for all rallies in 2011.
· Earned points sheets will be posted and available for discussion only…not for take-home. 
· Scoring for the EPS system will be a total of the scores on the HM Master sheet ONLY.
· Awards will be based on the existing scoring method only.

·  We will be asking for feedback from the competitors on their impressions of EPS.

What does this mean for our competitors at Show Jumping rally this year?  The Chief Horse Management Judge and Assistant Horse Management judges will be working with both sets of score sheets (existing and earned points sheets).  This means it will take more time to score all those sheets so we ask for your patience and cooperation as USPC strives to make your rally experience a more positive one in the future.
